The following are everyday guidelines for expected behavior in piano class:

· Students are expected to be in their seats when the bell rings
· No Food, Drinks (except water in a bottle or enclosed container) or Gum in the classroom.  Water bottles must be kept on the floor.
· Cell Phone use is at the teacher’s discretion.  Students should put cell phones in their backpacks with the ringer turned off.
· Students will be expected to bring their laptops, fully charged, to class daily.  They will on occasion be using earbuds or headphones to practice lessons individually.
· Students are expected to treat other students and the teacher with respect.

· Foul language will not be tolerated in the classroom.

· Excessive talking and/or disruption of class will not be tolerated.

· Students are expected to keep the classroom orderly and clean.  Destruction of school and/or private property will not be tolerated.
· Students are expected to arrive in class prepared and ready to learn.  Students should have any learning materials needed with them in a folder during every class.  Laptops should be charged and ready to be used.
· Students are expected to dress according to Coronado High School guidelines.

If a student continually disrupts class and/or fails to follow the above guidelines, the following will result:

· 1st offence – warning.

· 2nd offence – call to parent.

· 3rd offence – call to parent and written report given to a vice principal.

Assignments will be turned in on schoology.com   Depending on the assignment, it must be turned in as one of the following file formats, Microsoft word .doc file, Adobe acrobat .pdf file,  A picture file .jpeg file or an audio file .mp3 file.  Some assignments will be printed from files on schoology.
Practicing on the piano:

Learning piano can be very rewarding and fun.  However, becoming proficient at playing the piano requires practice.  Students will have access to pianos in the classroom and will be given time to practice. All the materials needed for students to succeed in class will be available on the online schoology classroom, along with books used in the classroom. 
Keeping track of your progress in this class:  
Now that we are using a web-based grading system, parents and students (with a parental account) may check grades at any time through the parent portal.  To set up an account, call Coronado HS front office and they will forward you to someone who can help you.  

Grading is based on the following – 

Participation – 50%.  Participation is based on whether a student is practicing the assigned exercises or music, and is demonstrating good behavior in class.

Quizzes, Tests, Assignments – 40%  Tests are based on performance of assigned music.  Quizzes will be written (or online on schoology) to demonstrate knowledge of basic musical terms, and understanding of beginning music theory.  Assignments will be projects for the students to complete individually and in groups.  

9 Weeks Test – 10%  This is based on performance of the music learned through a nine weeks period.

Hand on Hand Teaching:  As a music teacher, I occasionally utilize a method of teaching known as “Hand on Hand”.  I demonstrate proper hand position and posture, but this is often difficult for students to imitate, so I will walk around the room and physically move the students’ hands and/or shoulders to help them understand proper technique.  However, I am aware that some students or parents may be uncomfortable with this.  If this is the case, please ask your son or daughter to simply tell me so, and I will avoid using this technique with him or her.
